In addition to the tangible benefits of seeing the project,
the participants had the opportunity to discuss the
greenhouses, materials, and plants with the owners of the
greenhouses and the IHD technical . experts who provided
the ongoing technical support throughout the life of the
community projects to ensure IitS success.

IHD has implemented the Ninewa community project since
February 2021 . Through this project, eighteen
greenhouses have been Installed across four locations In
Ninewa to be used as demonstration sites for farmers In
the governorate

Through the first growing cycle, the eighteen greenhouses
were used to grow a Dutch variety of cucumber to meet
the market and climate needs of the growing season. The
local authorities, who have been Involved In the project
from the first stages, are strong advocates for the
community project and are vocal In their support of
encouraging protected agriculture In Ninewa .

Field Day Outcome :
hrough these six greenhouses, produce Is harvested
every three days. Each harvest provides 2.5-3 tons of

ucumbers . The variety sells for 500 1550 1IQD on average
n the markets . The participants expressed their Interests
n the greenhouse methods following the demonstration,
ith the field day providing a push to modernize .
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
